Starting Tuesday, September 14th, at 
7:00 p.m. we will begin a new study called 
� Seeing Gray in a World of Black and 
White by Adam Hamilton. This five week 
study is about thoughts on the political, 
moral, and religious issues that divide us. 
Hamilton rejects the easy assumptions and 

sloppy analysis of black and white thinking, seeking 
instead the truth that resides on all sides of the issues and 
offering a faithful and compassionate way forward.

Cardboard Box City is Saturday, October 9th, at 
Rocky Mountain College and we invite everyone from 
your congregation to join us at the event.  Cardboard 
Box City supports Interfaith Hospitality Network’s 
homeless families.   Cardboard Box City also gives 
participants a one night opportunity to walk in the 
shoes of the people they are helping—to sleep outside 
on the ground, sheltered only by a cardboard box, 
instead of in their own comfy beds in their own warm, 
safe homes. 
 
Cardboard Box City provides overnighters a fleeting 
taste of homelessness, however, there is a shared sense 
of purpose and camaraderie, and Cardboard Box City 
is a very rewarding experience for those who are 
involved.   Please join us for a “soup line” dinner, 
evening entertainment, a continental breakfast Sunday 
morning, prizes, the opportunity to be very creative in 
designing your own unique box to sleep in, and most 
of all, the chance to be part of a collective effort to 
help homeless families regain homes of their own.
